Keerthi de Silva is a Past President of the Rotary Club of  
Colombo Central, a former Assistant Governor in  District 3220, Sri 
Lanka, and has served on several District Committees  including  
Foundation, Alumni and Stewardship.    He is visiting Australia with his 
wife Malkanthi to see their son Yevindra who works for Deloitte. 
 
Keerthi has been a Rotarian for over 18 years and runs a  business 
involved in IT and finance providing consultancy and microfinance  
opportunities. 
 
Sri Lanka has over 20% of their population living below the  poverty 
line,  and only 10% of school leavers have the  opportunity to enter 
higher education.  With a population in excess of 35 million, almost  
1 million of whom are in Colombo, that is a huge opportunity for voca-
tional education and an organisation to address. 
 
Sri Lanka also has a major problem with Kidney Disease and Dengue 
Fever outbreaks.  
There are 61 Rotary Clubs across Sri Lanka with about 1600 Rotarians, an average of 28 although some clubs 
are much bigger.  There are 4 women in Keerthiôs club.  Sri Lanka ranks quite highly on Foundation giving and 
Keerthi was very proud to remind us that the RI President in 2015-2016 was K.P Ravindran from Sri Lanka. 
 
During breakfast Keerthi was able to learn from Peter Cribb about the  Slides into Sri Lanka project, following 
the  successful delivery of the container to the Sputnik Girls Orphanage last year.
